THE SAGA CONTINUES

A LONG TIME AGO,

IN A GALAXY FAR FAR AWAY –

Well, not quite.   Almost 30 years ago a guy called Ian Wares started Scoonie Hobbies in the town of Leven, moving to Kirkcaldy (once linoleum capital of the world), both towns being in God’s own country – Scotland.

In January 1988 Andy McCue took over and turned the business on its head.   He kept the name Scoonie because it rhymed quite nicely with Loonie – and that sums up the semi-organised chaos the business has been in ever since.   Andy’s misspent youth as a railway, military and boat modeller finally paid off.   He has also become expert at vertical landings with fixed wing aircraft.   His theory is that you do not wear out the tyres if you land on the spinner.

His son Steve joined him 6 years later and brought some (not a lot) sanity into the running of the only asylum in Scotland staffed by the inmates.   Steve’s particular interest is in the cars.   Slot-racing, plastic kit or radio controlled.

Both of them are experienced modellers and well experienced in the use of small tools and equipment, so that they are well able to give good practical advice on power tools for the modeller.

With the two of them in the shop it has freed Andy to do more research into further boat fittings.   Scoonie, rightly or wrongly, has developed a name and reputation for specialist fittings for fishing-boats and for a good range of general boat fittings.

The shop also attends modelling events, as a trader, all over the UK.   The battered old Ford Transit and Ford Escort vans are familiar sights to modellers from the north of Scotland to London and Liverpool.   The Transit carried the same paint scheme as British Rail’s InterCity Class 91 loco and lived up to the nickname “The Scoonie Loonie Road Train”.   During 1999 the shop has attended 134 show or event days.   Quite a record for a wee two-man business.   Sadly the “Hesperus” (the old Transit) and “Convulvulus” (The Escort) have both gone to that great scrap yard in the sky and have been replaced with 2 more up to date Transits so that the team will be able to cover even more ground.

Andy’s wife and two daughters are also roped in to help out.   Chris (Andy’s wife) sees to all the typing and runs the computer (Andy broke the last one!) and helps out at shows.   June (elder daughter) runs the shop on Sundays.   Kirstie (younger daughter) helps out at shows.   The crew have now been joined by Jim – June’s husband, who is full time in the shop and will be running the second Transit to some extra shows.   The 2 grandchildren are a bit young to be involved – YET!

Finally, we must mention Findlay – the engineer and ultimate all round hobbyist.   He served his time as a shipyard engineer on the Clyde, went to night school and took his Marine Architectural Draughtsman ticket.   He spent all his working life with Harland & Wolff, then John Browns, both on the Clyde – the cradle of shipbuilding.   On the hobby front, Findlay has bound his own books, made his own wine, grown his own tobacco, scratch built model railway locos, built pond yachts, built hulls, made electronic model railway gadgets, and kept Andy’s feet on the ground.

That is the team, and that is the story……………..SO FAR.

This also applies to orders for servos, etc. crystals and receivers. Single propellers attract a cost of £2.50 in addition to the cost of the article.   This charge also applies to propeller shafts.

3. Overseas Orders
Overseas orders are supplied Ex Works.   Please telephone for shipping arrangements.

4. Payment

Credit Card for mail order UK Mainland only. We can only accept cheques drawn on a UK bank, UK Postal Orders, Sterling Traveller’s Cheques or International Money Order.   Please do NOT send cash through the post unless it is by Registered Post.

5.
Our fax back order form should be used wherever possible.   Fax in during the evening and your order will be waiting for us when we arrive at the shop the next morning.   This form can also be used for postal service accompanied by your cheque.

6. All sizes in the fittings’ catalogue are approximate, being taken from manufacturers’ lists or by measurements using Andy’s (old) bi-focal specs and his (badly worn) steel rule.  

If we’ve made a mistake blame the manufacturer’s or Andy’s old equipment.

7. It is regretted that flammable or toxic materials cannot be sent through the post.   This includes enamel paints, solvent glues, model fuels and batteries.

General Note:

Over the years we have found that the Mini Olympus with the Mabuchi 300, 385, Torpedo 400 or Escap Motor on 6 volt is capable of turning a propeller of up to 55mm on a fishing boat hull of up to 36”.

The Olympus 540 with the Johnson 540 or Torpedo 500 on 6 volts will turn a propeller of up to 75mm on a fishing boat hull up to 48”.

We have found the Hitec SP610 Electronic speed controller to be successful in all of the above applications.   In the case of both gear systems a scale looking speed results.   However, we don’t think you will ever attain true, slow moving, scale speeds.

With Geoff Barker’s working fishing gear, we have had to have another look at our whole power train as the above will not give enough pulling power.

The MFA Torpedo 500 with the 6:1 reduction system running on 12 volts controlled by the Hunter Systems Advance 2 speed controller seems to give the best results.   The Advance 2 is fitted with a relay.   You must remember to pause in neutral when changing from ahead to astern to allow the relay to reset itself, otherwise there is a danger that you will burn out the relay.

MAY ISLAND BOAT SHAFTS

Our range of shafts has been developed to make life easier when drilling through the deadwood at the stern to fit the shaft.   All shafts are stainless steel running in bushes which have an average surface bearing area of 150 square mm (4BA/M4) and 170 square mm (2BA/M5).   One end is threaded to a BA thread size, while the other is threaded to its metric equivalent.

Ever had that awkward little devil of a “thing” to put on a model that is impossible to source as a fitting or an extra and you need lots of them?   The closed fairlead on a RLNI Lifeboat, a curved splinter mattress on the 2pdr gun mounting on a corvette, axle boxes for railway rolling stock, sandbag walls all spring to mind.

Now you can make one and cast the rest.   With Kopikit you make one master, then make up a mould and cast the rest of the bits you need.

The silicone rubber will stand temperatures up to 200(C so that you can even use low melting point metal for casting as well as resins or plaster.

The mouldmaking compound and the moulding materials all come in packaging containing pre-measured quantities of material and mixing is done without opening the package, so there is literally no measuring, no mess and no waste.
